OPERATING THE BLOWER

+ To keep from scattering debris, blow around the outer edges of a debris pile. Never blow
directly into the center of a pile.

» To reduce sound levels, limit the number of pieces of equipment used at any one time.

In dusty conditions, slightly dampen
surfaces when water is available.

MAINTENANCE

A WARNING

Cleaning

1. Brush or blow dust and debris out of the air vents using compressed air or a vacuum. Keep
the air vents free of obstructions, sawdust, and wood chips.

2. Wipe off the housing and the plastic components using a moist, soft cloth. Do not use strong
solvents or detergents on the plastic housing or plastic components. Certain household cleaners
may cause damage, and may cause a shock hazard.

Storing the blower

Clean the blower thoroughly before storing. Store the blower in a dry, well-ventilated place that
is inaccessible to children. Keep away from corrosive agents such as garden chemicals and
deicing salts.

» Store and charge your batteries in a cool area. Temperatures above or below normal room
temperature will shorten battery pack life.

* Once the light on the charger turns solid green, remove the battery from the charger and
disconnect the charger from the outlet.
